I am looking for a carer to support and assist myself - Nissoka - (47 year old male with Huntington’s disease and back pain) on a 6 week pilgrimage to Bodhgaya, India, I can go ANY TIME YOU can,  between early November and 20th December 2018 or late January to mid March 2019. Bodhgaya is the place of the Buddha’s enlightenment and is the hub of Buddhist meaning and culture. It is a deeply rich place to be J

I need someone who feels confident in dealing with difficult behavior, and someone who doesn’t take things personally when I become verbally agitated , which happens approximately once every three weeks depending on conditions. I may shout or throw things or smash things up. This happens when I am emotionally overwhelmed approximately 3 times a year, there is a high chance this happen in India or the Airport.

Tips on how to best respond to this and minimize any such meltdowns can be discussed in further detail with myself and Sarah on a 2 day visit to Plymouth before going. 

The role would require assistance in all aspects of travel including carrying luggage, maintaining responsibility for passports and documents as well as providing emotional support and communicating my needs to airport and airline staff. 

Whilst in Bodhgaya you will work with a team of others and your main task will be to accompany me to the temple every evening. We will negotiate your routine when we are there but broadly speaking you will have some free time during the day and some days off in the middle if you want go on pilgrimage or something.

Payment would total 2,500 pounds out of which you will need to pay for your flights and expenses. Accommodation will be at the Triratna Centre in return for a donation. Before the trip we will pay half and half after give rest, we can give more up front if you need it.
