I confess before those Bhagavan Buddhas,

who are Wisdom-knowledge,

who are eyes,

who are witnesses,

who are authorities, knowingly seeing.

I reveal it, I do not hide it or conceal it.

Henceforth I stop and take up restraint.

May these Bhagavan Buddhas pay attention to me!
